Information was provided concerning the renewal of our insurance with Kirk Bath with Farm Bureau Insurance.  Although there were increases in the premium this year, the policy was renewed, and it was decided that the Board would look into what other insurance options might better suit our needs in the future by starting earlier in requesting cost estimates to allow further study/discussion.

Rosie gave status reports on completion of Rain Guard removal at 5855, that was completed.  Additionally, it was noted that 5813 is the next scheduled for Rain Guard removal.  Discussion also included whether to proceed with the Rain Guard list immediately or to schedule some of the smaller repair projects first and then proceed with the Rain Guard removal project.  There was a motion by Karla that we suspend the Rain Guard removal project, in order to address many smaller projects currently waiting.  Becky seconded this motion. – Motion Passed  The projects mentioned were:  5835 Siding Repairs, 5849 Siding Repairs, 5847 Replace Rotted Boards, 5841 Fill Dirt required 

The total cost in damages from  December 2021 storm was $10, 438.60.
